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CONDITIONS OF ENTRY


SHOW RULES AND REGULATIONS . 


1.   The show is affiliated to the Arab Horse Society, and is registered as a Class C National Show with the European Arab Horse Shows Commission. The Arab Horse Society Rules for Showing and the European Arab Horse Shows Commission Rules for Conduct of Shows are available on request (also from www.ecaho.org) and will be enforced in their entirety. Rules will be strictly enforced, and the decision of the Disciplinary Committee and Organising Committee is final.  Exhibitors are reminded they are responsible for ensuring they are familiar with these rules.   


2.   Each entry MUST be accompanied by a signed entry form, photocopy of registration document showing exhibitor as AHS registered owner, and entry fees, and must be received by the Entries Secretary, latest acceptable postmark 05.05.2009 1st class. 


3.   All entry fees must accompany entry forms. No entry will be accepted until payment has been received. Any bank charges incurred by HoCoN Group during the processing of an exhibitor's entries will be charged to the exhibitor. N.B. entries that fail to meet ALL criteria (eg: photocopy of registration document showing exhibitor as A.H.S. registered owner of horse or evidence of lease agreement lodged with A.H.S.; payment of any bank charges/fees; details of sex, colour and date of birth for foal entered in Class 10) by 15.5.2007 will be withdrawn.


4.   No refund of entry fees permitted (unless (a) a veterinary certificate excusing the horse for a period covering the date of the show is submitted to the Secretary within 3 days of the show or (b) a class is cancelled). Refunds will be subject to an administration charge of £5 or 10% of entry fees whichever is the greater.  STABLING COSTS WILL ONLY BE REFUNDED IF HoCoN ARE ABLE TO RE-LET THE STABLE. 


5.   All entries must be registered in the appropriate Stud Book or Register of the Arab Horse Society by the closing date of entry EXCEPT FOR FOAL CLASS  (see (3) above). Foals born after 01.05.2009 are not eligible. 


6.   Ages of exhibits will date as from 1st January in the year of birth.


7.   Competitors' numbers to be collected from the Secretary on the day of the Show. We reserve the right to levy £1 for each emergency replacement number supplied at the show.


8.   The Committee reserve the right to cancel or amalgamate any classes, in which there are less than five entries, to make a reasonable class, or to divide a class howsoever seems appropriate if the number of entries in a scheduled class exceeds twenty, or to alter the running order of classes, also to cancel or postpone the show if necessary.


9.   RIDDEN NOVICE:- Available from Arab Horse D Society Office. There is NO restriction on a Novice Horse (with same or different rider) also entering the Open classes.


10.   No exhibitor will be allowed to enter the ring without wearing the correct                  catalogue number.

13.	Exhibits eligible for Championships MUST be presented for those Championships. Absence will result in forfeiture of the award entitling the exhibit to compete for the Championship. Purebred Arabs will also be disqualified from the show, the show record deleted and the horse suspended for the period of one year beginning with the date of the show, provided that no veterinary attestation has been handed over to the DC (see EAHSC Championship Rules). (Eligible exhibits are 1st and 2nd prize winners from each class).   


D2) When the champion has been selected the reserve will be selected in the same way from the first placed horses together with the horses placed second to the champion


14.     	Dogs must be under control at all times i.e. on a lead.  No dogs to be left unattended in cars 


15.	Tack, handbags and other property should not be left unattended. The organisers and committee accept no responsibility for property lost, stolen or damaged.


16.	Neither the Committee, nor any Judge, Steward or other Official shall be liable for any injury, loss or damage to any person, horse or other property, howsoever it may be caused. It is an express condition of entry that each competitor shall indemnify the Judges, Committee and Officials against any legal action or claims arising
