
 13.   Exhibits eligible for Championships MUST be presented for those Championships. Absence will result in forfeiture of the award entitling the exhibit to compete for the Championship. Purebred Arabs will also be disqualified from the show, the show record deleted and the horse suspended for the period of one year beginning with the date of the show, provided that no veterinary attestation has been handed over to the DC (see EAHSC Championship Rules). (Eligible exhibits are 1st and 2nd prize winners from each class).   


D2) When the champion has been selected the reserve will be selected in the same way from the first placed horses together with the horses placed second to the champion


14.   Dogs must be under control at all times i.e. on a lead.  No dogs to be left unattended in cars 


15.   Tack, handbags and other property should not be left unattended. The organisers and committee accept no responsibility for property lost, stolen or damaged.


16.   Neither the Committee, nor any Judge, Steward or other Official shall be liable for any injury, loss or damage to any person, horse or other property, howsoever it may be caused. It is an express condition of entry that each competitor shall indemnify the Judges, Committee and Officials against any legal action or claims arising


from any accident or other injury which may occur in connection with this Show.


17.   Any complaint which is outside the jurisdiction of ECAHO and/or the AHS rules, should be addressed in writing to the Show Secretary within 12 hours of the occurrence or the end of the show, whichever is the sooner. Complaints will be formally responded to within 7 working days of the end of the Show. A deposit of £25 must be lodged with the complaint, this will be returned if the complaint is proven


18.   Horses that in the opinion of the organisers appear unfit for competition will not be allowed to compete.  Where it appears that said exhibit may cause harm to others the exhibitor AND ANY “IN CONTACT” EXHIBITS will be asked to leave the showground and all entry fees and stabling fees will be forfeited.  Exhibitors may, at their own cost, request that the decision of the organisers be confirmed by a veterinary surgeon, in this instance a deposit of £25 is required, refundable in the event that the Veterinary surgeon is not in agreement with the organisers.  Any veterinary costs to be borne by the exhibitor
