RULES AND REGULATIONS OF THE SHOW

1. This Show is affiliated to the Arab Horse Society and ECAHO and is governed by their rules.

2. All Exhibit must be registered in their respective Stud Books

3. All Entries TO BE ACCOMPANIED BY PHOTOCOPY OF REGISTRATION CERTIFICATE (Both sides)

4. NO persons other than Show Officials are allowed in Show Ring at any time.

5. 1st & 2nd prize winners to present themselves for appropriate championship.

6. No claims can be entertained for anything that may happen to competitors, onlookers or their property, employees or animals in connection with, or arising from this show.

7. Any objection that may arise must be promptly lodged with the Secretary accompanied by a £40 deposit-which will be returned if objection upheld.

8. The Judge’s decision is final

9. All trophies to be returned to the Secretary 1 month prior to date of next year’s Show. All trophies must be signed for.

10. Depending on the number of entries received, classes may be divided amalgamated or cancelled at the Show’s discretion.

11. No outside interference either physical or vocal is allowed.

12. Any horse that leaves the ring after entering for judging, or before the end of the class, will be counted as eliminated. Any rider falling off in the class will be eliminated from that class.

13. All Stallions or colts over three years old must be bitted.

14. HARD HATS MUST BE WORN while riding. See page 1

15. Age of all exhibits will date from 1st January in year of birth.

16. ENTRY FEES CANNOT BE REFUNDED. STABLING FEES MAYBE RETURNED IF SHOW CAN SELL IT ON.

17. In the interests of safety and enjoyment of the Show, the Committee reserves the right to refuse entries from any person failing to comply with the requests of the judges, officials, officers, stewards/assistants in car/lorry parks, stables or show rings.

18. The Organisers have taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health & safety of everyone present. 

For these measures to be effective EVERYONE must take all reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents.

19. Any exhibitor occupying stabling not allocated to them will not be allowed to compete
