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NOTICE TO ALL EXHIBITORS

It is with regret that following a number of incidents at Arab shows during 2009, the North West Arab Group Committee & show organisers feel it necessary to make our exhibitors aware that there will be an 11pm music/noise curfew on the showground. Aintree Racecourse is situated in a residential area and indeed the lorry park is overlooked by a number of homes, the residents of which are to be afforded maximum consideration during our stay on the racecourse grounds.

RIDDEN CLASSES – These qualifying competitions open to registered Pure-Bred Arabian Stallions, Mares & Geldings, four years and over, to be judged as ridden horses. Mixed classes [ie Pure-Bred horses in the same class as Anglo and Part-Bred horses] will not be eligible as qualifying classes.  NB Novices are eligible.

As any qualifying show must be affiliated to The Arab Horse Society, the Judge must be on the ridden Panel and the class should not be judged from the ground.

The highest place, previously unqualified horse in the first six, can qualify and the exhibitor must produce his/her card at the end of the class and request that the Judge signs it – no-one else should sign it.

IN-HAND CLASSES are for Pure Bred geldings only.

Seniors:  The highest placed previously unqualified TWO geldings in the first six can qualify.  Cards should be produced and signed as above.  Juniors:  In mixed age and mixed gender classes, the highest placed of each age can qualify, ie 1 one year old, 1 two year old and 1 three year old.  Again, they must be previously unqualified and placed in the first six and the exhibitor must produce his/her card in the ring and request that it be signed by the Judge.  All qualifying horses receive a rosette.

DEFINITION OF AMATEUR STATUS

a. Handler or Rider not to have been paid for showing or producing any horse for a third party. This includes any remuneration either as employment, casual showing, or any in kind benefits whatsoever.

b. Horse not to have resided on a professional yard on show or training livery in current year

c. Horse not to have been shown by a professional in current year

d. Horse not to have received regular training in current year


RULES & CONDITIONS OF SHOW

1. All exhibits must be registered in their respective Stud books.  Part Breds with 12.5% Arab Blood are eligible to compete.


2. This show will be conducted in accordance with the Show rules and Regulations of The Arab Horse Society and ECAHO rules.


3. Any entries received without copy of their horse’s Registration will be returned.


4. The Committee have the right to refuse entries.


5. Horses must be under control at all times. Stallions, Colts 3 years and over must wear suitable bridles with bits.  They will not be allowed to compete without them. 


6. 
All ridden entries must be 4 years old and over.


7. Rosettes will be awarded to the first six, at the discretion of the Judges.


8. The Committee and officials accept no responsibility whatsoever for loss, injury or damage to any person or their property whilst on the showground, car parks and approaches.  All entries are subject to these conditions.


9. 
No entry will be accepted without the correct entry fee, which should reach the Secretary by 2nd April 2010 or before.  No late entries will be accepted.  Cheques should be made payable to the NORTH WEST ARAB GROUP.  No receipts will be issued unless requested, in which case a S.A.E. must be sent. Entry fees are non refundable.


10. 
Exhibitor’s numbers will not be sent out, but must be collected from the Secretary on


   the day of the show.


11. 
The Committee reserve the right to cancel or amalgamate any classes in which there are insufficient entries to make a reasonable class, or to divide a class if the entries warrant it.


12.

THE ARAB HORSE SOCIETY RULES FOR SHOWING 2010

All affiliated Shows are bound by the Rules below

All ‘C’ Shows are bound by ECAHO Rules and AHS Rules for showing

1.
All exhibitors by entering their horses for an AHS affiliated show are agreeing to abide by the AHS Rules for Showing and agree to follow the instructions of the show officials whenever instructions are given. Their grooms, riders, agents or respective companions are also contracted to follow these instructions. 

2.
If any horse is disqualified from its class because of infringement of any rule entry fees and awards may be forfeited.  

3.
INCIVILITY Any act of discourtesy or disobedience to any judge, steward or show official on the part of the exhibitor, groom, rider, agent or their respective companion of an animal will, at the discretion of the show, disqualify that animal from being judged
4.
The use of mobile phones in the ring by exhibitors, grooms and judges is strictly prohibited

5.
DRESS  Handlers must be neat and tidy. 


Traditional in hand showing or riding clothes are 


preferred.   No form of advertising may be 


displayed by the handler or on any horse in the 


rings.

6.
A handler/rider appearing to display inability for any reason to safely and properly control the horse in his/her charge will be asked to leave the ring or collecting area  in which case the horse may be disqualified from its class. 

7.
ELIGIBILITY All exhibits in ridden and In Hand classes, with the exception of foals at foot accompanied by their own dam, must be registered in the appropriate Stud Book/Register of The Arab Horse Society, by the closing date for entries.
a.
STALLIONS


Stallions must be four years old and over.

b.
MARES


Mares which are entered for classes for mares without foal at foot must not be entered for brood mare classes. 

c.
FOALS


No brood mare or her foal may be shown in any class unless the foal is at least 30 days old on the day of judging.

8.
DEFINITION OF AMATEUR STATUS

a.
Handler or Rider not to have been paid for 


showing or producing any horse for a third party, 


this includes any remuneration either as 


employment, casual showing, or any in-kind 


benefits whatsoever.

b.   Horse not to have resided on a professional yard 


on show or training livery in current year.

c .   Horse not to have been shown by a professional 


handler or rider in current year.

d.   Horse not to have received regular training from a 


professional in current year.

9. Horses/ponies in Anglo and Part Bred Arab 


classes must be shown plaited.

10.
Horses/ponies shown in High Percentage

11.
TIMETABLE Classes will not start earlier than the advertised time unless all the entries are present.
12.
AWARDS


If an exhibit is not up to the required standard, a lower award may be given at the judge’s discretion.
13.
CHAMPIONSHIPS First and second prize winners are eligible. Class winner rosettes must be displayed.

All prize-winners eligible must take part in their respective championships and failure to do so  may result in disqualification and removal of awards.  In certain special cases only permission may be granted by the Show Organiser for exhibits to miss the championship. Any such permission must be granted before the commencement of the relevant championship.

14.
TRIMMING AND CLIPPING 


Pure Bred Arabians - Tactile hair must not be removed.  


All exhibits - Hair must not be shaved or otherwise removed from around horse’s eyes.  Eyelashes must be left uncut.  Complete removal of the hair from inside the ear is forbidden.  No alteration to the natural colour of the coat, skin or hooves is permitted. Clipping of foals is not permitted.  Foals should be shown in their natural state. 


It is recommended that the use of oils and clear make-up on horses exhibiting in the show ring is kept to a minimum. A judge may disqualify a horse, who in their opinion is wearing excessive make-up and /or oils.

15.
CRUELTY Excessive whipping, use of electric shock devices or infliction of pain by any means is forbidden in all parts of the showground, or stable areas, at all times.

At the discretion of the judge horses that show fear of their handlers may be asked to leave the ring.

16.  OUTSIDE ASSISTANCE Attempting to influence the behaviour of exhibits in the ring is forbidden.

Exhibits are not to be excessively stirred up.  Horses must remain calmly in the collecting ring with a maximum of one handler/rider and one groom until they enter the ring.  No devices, artificial gadgets or loud noises shall be used to excite horses.  This rule also applies to persons on the outside of the ring or collecting ring.  Exhibits which are excessively excited may be asked to leave the ring or collecting ring and be disqualified from their class.  
17.
  INTERFERENCE Exhibitors will not encourage their horses or ponies in any sort of dangerous behaviour.  They will not interfere with another competitor’s horse or its performance.  The judge is empowered to order any exhibit to be disqualified if he considers that the exhibit or handler has breached the rule.
18.
  BEHAVIOUR

a.
Any horse behaving in a dangerous manner which could threaten the safety of other competitors or spectators may be asked to leave. 
b.
Unruly horses may be ordered to withdraw at the judge’s discretion.

c.
If a horse becomes loose in the show ring the owner may be required to pay a fine to the organiser.  Should the horse become loose a second time it will be disqualified.

d.
Deliberate baiting or crowding of a horse will not be tolerated.

19.
MISUSE OF DRUGS  It is forbidden to administer any stimulant, sedative, masking agent, anti-inflammatory agent (including phenylbutazone and irritants) or substance, other than a normal nutrient to a horse or to cause one to be administered in any way whatsoever or to show or attempt to show a horse, which is found to have had administered to it any such stimulant, sedative or substance, whether intentionally or unintentionally, which may affect performance, appearance, temperament or soundness. Such forbidden substances are listed in Appendix IV, FEI Veterinary Regulations.


The Society reserves the right to cause to be carried out at any show, tests in accordance with the Standard Sampling Procedure prescribed in the Veterinary Rules of the F.E.I.  Refusal to submit a horse for the taking of a sample for analysis shall constitute a breach of this rule. Anyone found to be in breach of this rule would be subject to disciplinary action and in the event of a positive test liable to pay administration costs.

20.
  SOUNDNESS   Exhibits which appear to be lame may be asked to withdraw at the judge’s discretion.
21.
 EXAMINATION   Judges may require handlers to open horses’ mouths or pick up their feet for inspection.
 22. JUDGES   Exhibitors will not associate with judges immediately before or at any time during the show.  Judges will not consult the catalogue at any time before or during the show.
23.
ANNOUNCEMENTS   No announcements of names of  horses, exhibitors or handlers may be made until the completion of the class in which they appear.
24.
CONFLICTS OF INTEREST   Exhibitors will not exhibit under judges where an actual or apparent conflict of interest may affect the judge’s decision.  Organisers will not accept entries that indicate any connection listed under this rule.  An actual or apparent conflict of interest is defined as exhibiting a horse which:
a.
has been bought or sold by the judge either as owner or agent.

b.
is owned in whole or part by the judge or by a member of the judge’s family or business partner in a business venture.

c.
has been bred by the judge or is the property of a breeding organisation in which the judge is an employee.

d.
has been leased by the judge at any time.

e.
has been regularly trained, examined or treated by the judge in a professional capacity.

f.
has been shown/produced by a member of the judge’s immediate family.

g.
An exhibitor/owner must not enter any horse under a judge the same calendar year in which that judge has professionally handled, shown or produced that or any other horse for that exhibitor/owner.

h.
If a handler produces or shows a judge’s own horse, that handler must not bring any horse under that judge in the same calendar year.

25. OBJECTIONS   Objections may be submitted and must be made in writing stating the date, the time and the AHS rule believed to have been broken. The AHS complaint form should be used for this purpose.  


Objections must be submitted to the Show Organiser within one hour of the end of the class, or the occurrence to which exception has been taken.  If the Show Office is closed at the time of the occurrence objections must be submitted by 9am the following morning.  


Objections must be accompanied by a deposit of £50 (cheques made payable to the AHS) which will be forfeited if the objection be deemed frivolous or vexatious.  

REFERRAL 
If a case is deemed by the Show Organiser as too serious to be settled on the day it can be referred to the Shows and Events Committee of the Arab Horse Society for settlement. 

PENALTIES   Penalties may be applied as a result of any breach of the AHS Rules. Details of infringements of the Rules and any penalties applied may be published. 

26. APPEALS  Any appeal against the decision of the Shows and Events Committee must be made within 14 days in accordance with the AHS Disciplinary Procedures, copies of which can be obtained from the website or from The Arab Horse Society offices.
SPECIFIC TO IN HAND CLASSES

27.
LATENESS  Exhibits which appear late (missing the walk around the ring) will be excluded from the class.  
28. SHOW HALTERS  Stallions and colts aged three years and over must be shown wearing bridles and bits which are both secure and comfortable for the horse.  All bridles without bits are equally to be both secure and comfortable for the horse.  Bridles and bits must not be so thin as to cause pain to the horse.  Foals must be suitably haltered without chains.  Solid metal nosebands and headpieces are not allowed.
29.
WHIPS  Whips used in In Hand classes must not exceed 42 inches/107cms and must not have attachments fastened to them.
30.
HANDLERS  Only one handler allowed per exhibit in the ring at any one time.  Handlers may not exchange horses, except in mare and foal classes and in Championships where, if a handler has qualified more than one horse, he may trot both of them up.  No handler may leave the ring without the permission of the judge via the steward.
31.
If a handler removes a horse without the permission of the judge or steward the show organiser will levy a £100 fine on the handler.  The exhibitor will be ultimately responsible for ensuring payment.

SPECIFIC TO RIDDEN CLASSES

32.
 PROTECTIVE HEADGEAR   No person shall be mounted on a horse on the showground unless he/she is wearing a correctly fitting hard hat.  The AHS strongly recommends that hats conform to the standards EN1384 or PAS 015 and are correctly fitted with chinstraps. This is compulsory for anyone under 18 and for anyone taking part in Show jumping classes.
33.
A Novice horse is one that has not been placed 


first in three ridden classes at  affiliated shows prior to 1 January of the current season and/or has never qualified for HOYS.  Horses that have been ridden in open classes abroad are not eligible to enter novice classes in the UK.

34.
Spurs must not be worn in Novice classes.  
35. Whips used in Ridden classes must not exceed  75cms (30ins).

36. No horse shall be ridden on the showground in draw reins, side reins or running reins.  A breach of this rule may result in the horse being disqualified from its classes in which case entry fees and awards will be forfeited.


Side reins may be used when lunging. 

37.  Ridden class exhibits must wear conventional and well maintained English tack.  The judge may refuse to ride or judge a horse if he/ she deems the tack to be unsafe or unsuitable.

38.
 Horses entered in ridden classes must be 4 years old or over. Age is calculated from the 1st January each year. (e.g. a foal becomes a yearling on the first day of January following that of its birth).

39.
The class as a whole should be ridden and not judged solely from the ground;  the exception being any pony 148cm and under which must be asked for an individual show.  In a mixed height class this exception must be communicated to all the exhibitors so that they clearly understand the position from the outset of the class. Individual shows will be required in Championships.

40.
Junior Rider Classes - restricted to riders who are 18 years and under on the first day of the show.  The judge will not ride any of the exhibits. The horses will give a short individual show and be placed on their performance and the ability of the rider.  The winners of these classes do not qualify for the main Championships.

41.
HOYS Qualifiers   To qualify the horse must not have previously qualified during the current year and the exhibitor must have purchased an AHS Q Card displaying the name of the horse.

If a class is split the top four from each section will ride off.  The HOYS qualification will go to the highest placed, previously unqualified horse in the top four in the ride-off.

42. Any rider falling off within the show ring during  

the course of a class will be disqualified  and asked to leave the ring dismounted.

43. If a rider removes a horse from the ring without the permission of the judge or steward the show organiser will levy a £100 fine on the rider.  The exhibitor will be ultimately responsible for ensuring payment.

44.  In ridden classes, a horse’s manners are   


important and Judges should refuse to ride  
unmannerly, unschooled or dangerous horses.  

45. Horses must be trained to stand quietly to be mounted.  Judges may choose to use a mounting block.

46. Any horse in a ridden class which behaves in a manner which could cause, or result in danger or injury to any other horse or person in the ring, will be ordered to leave by the Steward on instructions from the judge of that class.

47.
 LATENESS   Exhibits which appear late (missing the walk around the ring) will be excluded from the class.  
48. RIDDEN CHAMPIONSHIPS   All qualified exhibits must be ridden into the ring. However, if a rider has qualified more than one horse, that rider will be allowed, if they wish, to exchange horses and ride each horse for its individual display. A groom is allowed into the ring to hold the horse whilst not being ridden.

Rules for Conduct of Shows

Rules for Conduct of Shows
1. By participating at a show, show organisers, judges, exhibitors, owners and handlers agree that they will unconditionally submit themselves and the persons accompanying them to the "Rules for Conduct of Shows" and, as regards veterinary matters and drug misuse, to the relevant FEI Veterinary Regulations. 

The accompanying persons include e.g. trainers or persons representing

the show organizer as well as assistants of any of those persons. They will accept the jurisdiction of the Disciplinary Committee (DC), the Standing Disciplinary Committee (SDC) and the ECAHO Appeals Committee (EAC). Show organisers are not permitted to introduce rules which are in conflict with the EAHSC "Rules for Conduct of Shows". The person who has signed the entry form will be considered to be the person responsible for the horse in question. These Rules will be interpreted when necessary under the provisions of the laws of Switzerland.

2. Horses must be accompanied at the show by a horse passport containing all vaccination records.

Those horses coming from a country that does not issue a passport, must be accompanied by an official Registration document which includes a graphic description and all vaccination records.
The show organizer
3. The show organiser reserves the right to refuse an entry, but must give the reason for refusal in writing.

4. The show organizer will issue a printed show catalogue. The name of every horse has to be printed in the show catalogue, as well as the names of sire and dam, (and maternal grandsire if possible) date of birth, colour, the names of the breeder and the owner. Should a horse’s name not be mentioned in the catalogue, its participation at the show will be allowed only if the exhibitor cannot not be blamed for the omission; it will be for the DC to decide.

The show catalogue shall furthermore contain:

• The Rules for Conduct of Shows,

• The judging system used, the rules for ties and the rules for championships

• For Shows outside Europe (as defined by the Constitution of ECAHO, Art. 3.2 ) where prize money is allowed, the total amount and distribution of prize money.

5. No class may be split unless there are more than 16 horses entered. Combination of a class with the next age group of the same sex is permitted if the number of entries for the class is below three.

6. a) No announcement indicating the identity, breeding or past performance of exhibits, or the identity of their owners will be made during judging. It is, however, permissible for this information to be given out after the judges score sheets have been collected for each exhibit.

b) Show organisers will not release details of competitors or their exhibits to the press at any time prior to the catalogue being put on sale at the showground. Catalogues will not be offered for sale, published or posted on internet more than one day before the commencement of the show.

7. No member of the show organising team may judge.

8. The show organizers will ensure a proper rotation of judges.

9. The show organiser will provide appropriate transport, accommodation and meals during the show, for the judges, DC members, ring master and any other ECAHO show officials. If a judge, DC member or ring master cancels the invitation after the travel arrangements have been made, he will pay all the costs arising out of this booking.

10. No gifts in the form of fees or money are allowed to be paid or given by the organiser, nor accepted by the judges, DC members and ring masters. Material gifts are allowed.

Judges
11. EAHSC listed judges and judges invited to judge at ECAHO affiliated shows agree to judge with integrity and honesty and to carry out their judging duties solely with the objects of ECAHO and the welfare of the horses in mind.

12. Judges will not consult the show catalogue before or during the show at which they are judging.

13. a) Judges appointed at a show will not knowingly judge horses concerning which there may be an actual or apparent conflict of interest. No judge appointed at the show may exhibit, ride, drive or handle an entered horse.

b) Exhibitors will declare on the entry form any actual or apparent conflict or interest with any of the judges invited for the show. Any exhibitor not declaring an existing conflict of interest will forfeit all entry fees and will be prevented from showing the horse.

c) Organisers will not accept any entries for which any actual or apparent conflict of interest with one of the appointed judges has been indicated, unless a reserve judge is available.

14. An actual or apparent conflict of interest may occur if a horse is judged that:

• has been bought or sold by the judge either as owner or agent,

• is owned in whole or part by the judge or by a member of the judge's family, or business partner in an Arab horse business venture,

• has been leased by the judge, at any time

• has been bred by the judge or is the property of a breeding organization in which the judge is or was an employee,

• has been regularly trained, examined or treated by the judge in a professional capacity,

• is the subject of an on-going negotiation to buy or lease, or a provisional purchase condition to which the judge is a party.

In case of doubt, the DC’s decision will prevail.

15. In the show ring, all communication between judges and handlers prior to the presentation of prizes will be through the ring master.

16. Judges may withhold any award if in their opinion the exhibit does not merit such an award.

17. Spare
Conduct of Halter Classes
18. All handlers at A and Title Shows must be in possession of a valid handlers permit in order to participate.

19. Handlers will be neatly dressed. They may wear any costume normally worn in their country of origin. Handlers will not wear clothes carrying any form of advertising which discloses the connection of the horse they are handling.

20. The judge(s) may request that the ringmaster order unruly horses to be withdrawn.

21. The judge(s) may request that the ringmaster ask a handler to open a horse's mouth or pick up its feet for inspection.

22. Exhibits are to be judged standing, walking and trotting. Handlers who do not comply with the ring master's instructions regarding the above may be given a Yellow/Red card by the ring master. The judges may request that the ring master show a handler a yellow or red card.

23. a) Horses will appear in the collecting ring no less than 10 minutes before the start of the class.

b) Exhibits that appear late (missing the walk around the ring) will be excluded from the class.

24. Stallions and colts aged three years and over must be shown wearing bridles and bits that are both secure and comfortable for the horse. All bridles without bits are equally to be both secure and comfortable for the horse.

25. a) Any horse becoming loose in the collecting ring is subject to a penalty at the discretion of the DC.

b) Any horse becoming loose in the show ring will immediately continue to be shown. Should the horse become loose a second time it will be disqualified.

26. spare
Soundness
27. Exhibits that appear to be lame may be assessed and placed by the judges. Judges may exclude any horse so lame that assessment will inflict pain.

28. spare
Disguising of Exhibits
29. No alteration of the basic colour of the skin, coat or hooves is permitted. Hoof paints, colourless varnishes, coat dyes, glitter spray and cosmetic operations including skin grafts are forbidden.

Colourless hoof oils, Vaseline or oil and white chalk used on white legs may be accepted.

30. Artificial methods of dilating the eyes or affecting the natural action of the horse or otherwise influencing its action or behaviour by oxygenating the bloodstream or by the use of weights or artificially weighted shoes, or by electrical or chemical treatment of any kind at any time before or during exhibition are forbidden.

Burns, cuts or other marks on the body of any exhibit in such places or positions as to indicate that prohibited methods have been used will be regarded as full and adequate grounds for exclusion of any exhibit from competition, at the discretion of the DC with veterinary advice.

31. a) In halter classes horses may be fully or partly body-clipped, subject to eyelashes being left uncut, hair inside the ears left unshaved and tactile hair left intact around the nose, muzzle and the eyes. Removing the hair around the eyes by shaving or any other means and the artificial colouring of the skin in that area is not permitted. Horses not fulfilling these criteria will not be allowed to participate.

b) No equipment intended to alter the natural appearance of the horse is permitted in the stables, including necksweats, neck collars, tailracks, hobbles or weights. Anyone using such equipment on the showground may be suspended by the DC for the period of the show.

32. spare
Cruelty
33. Excessive whipping or shanking, excessive stimulation by noise or intimidation, excessive circling of the horse, use of electric shock devices or infliction of pain by any means is forbidden in all parts of the showground or stable areas, at all times.

34. The above offences are punishable by issue of a Yellow/Red card.

Enforcement
35. Verbal warnings: DC members, ringmasters, stewards or show officials may issue verbal warnings. These are not recorded in the DC report.

36. Yellow and red cards may be issued by DCs in the collecting ring and the main ring. They are

issued to a handler and are a visible and public warning of an offence having been committed.  The date and offence will be recorded by the DC on the handlers licence and in the DC report and it will be made public by announcement at the show and on the ECAHO website.

37. A yellow Card may be issued if there is a further offence after a warning or it may be issued without such warning.

38. A red Card will be issued if the handler receives a second yellow card for having committed a further handling offense during the same show. The offender will then be banned from handling any horses for the rest of the show in which he receives the red card. The horse being shown by a handler when he receives a red card may be shown by another handler at the end of the class.

In the event of a serious offence involving mistreatment or dangerous behaviour, DCs may issue a red card without prior warning.

39. Any handler disobeying the instructions of any DC member, judge, ring master or other official may be punished immediately by being shown a yellow or red card.
Veterinary Matters
40. Horses with apparent clinical signs of a disease may not participate at the show at the discretion of the DC Veterinarian. If the DC Veterinarian diagnoses apparent clinical signs of a contagious disease, the horse must be immediately put into quarantine and may not participate at the show.

41. Vaccination regulations for shows will require 12 months intervals normally, or shorter where local/national authorities mandate it. Such shorter intervals to be shown on the entry form (see Addendum – Equine Influenza Vaccination page 35).

42. All Veterinary treatment necessary at the show ground must be carried out according to FEI Veterinary regulations. The person responsible for the horse will ask the vet who treats the horse to complete a treatment form and present it to the DC-vet at the show.

43. a) The administration of any substance not a normal nutrient (including irritants applied to the skin or mucous membranes or mydriatic drugs in the eyes), whether intentionally or unintentionally which may affect the performance, temperament or soundness of an exhibit is forbidden.

b) The DC may order chemical tests on any exhibit.

c) Judges may request the DC to test any horse.

(See the section on “Medication Control” page 25).
Complaints
44. A show organiser, appointed judge, ring master, exhibitor, owner or handler of a horse entered at the show may lodge a complaint alleging infringement of the rules of the EAHSC, contained in the “Blue Book”. A complaint concerning a horse or handler is to be made in writing within 1 hour of the alleged infringement occurring. Any other complaint, except concerning a complaint

about a judge or any other official including show organisers, is to be made in writing before the end of the show. A deposit of € 200,- or equivalent in local currency will be lodged with the DC and may be retained if the complaint is considered frivolous, at the DC's discretion. Such forfeiture belongs to ECAHO.

45. Any complaint about a judge or any other official including the show organisers is to be made in writing and signed by two individuals. Such complaint must contain any evidence and be sent to the ECAHO executive Secretary (show section) within 3 days of the show. A deposit of € 300 must be paid in accordance with the instructions and deadline given by the Executive Secretary

(show section). The procedure will be conducted in accordance with the Rules for Disciplinary Committees, articles 19 et seq.
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Rules for Ties and Championships
Rules for Ties in Qualifying Places
In the event of a tie in the qualifying places of a class, the higher place will be given to the horse the most points for type. If there is still a tie, the higher place will be given to the horse with the most points for movement. Failing a decision on either of these, one judge chosen by ballot will name his preference.
Rules for Championships
1. With the exception of shows judged under the single judge system, Championships will be

judged as follows:

a) The horses placed first in their class line up ordered according to age. The horses placed

second in their class line up behind them in the same order.

b) The first placed horses will be judged individually, standing and trotting.

c) The judges will not discuss the horses.
d) The Champion Gold medal winner is selected from amongst the horses placed first in their

class by individual written votes from each judge. The best placed horse will be Champion Gold medal winner. In the event of a tie, the horse that received the highest number of points in its class will be declared Champion Gold medal winner. In the event of a further tie, the "Rules for Ties in Qualifying Places" will apply.

2. The Silver medal winner will be chosen according to the following system which must be clearly stated in the schedule:

The Silver medal winner will be selected in the same way as the Gold medallist from all other

horses that have qualified for the Championship.

3. The Bronze medal winner will be selected using the same system used to select the Silver

medallist.  The votes of the judges in the Championships will be announced and will be published at the show office immediately after the judging has finished.

4. A fourth horse will be selected, which will become the Bronze medal winner should one of the three medal winners be disqualified. If this exhibit is not apparent from the voting papers, the judges will be asked to nominate one. This horse will not be announced. In the event that two or more of the medal winners are disqualified, no further substitution will be made.

5. If a horse placed first in its class is not able to take part in the Championship, the horse placed second in the class will move forward and be judged with the other horses placed first. Should a horse placed first be sent out of the ring by the judges for any reason, it will be deemed to have taken part in the championship and, therefore, the second placed horse will not be judged with the other first placed horses. Substitutions for absent first-placed or second-placed horses by third-placed or lower-ranked horses will not be permitted.

6. All horses that qualify for their respective Championships must take part in the Championship.

Unless a certificate from the DC veterinarian is produced, failure to compete will disqualify the horse from the show, with its record of score and class placing being deleted and the horse being disqualified from showing for the period of one year as from the date of the show. In the event of a disqualification, horses placed behind the disqualified horse will move up a place in the class but not be entitled to enter the Championship.
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Rules for Disciplinary Committees
1. The show organiser will appoint a Disciplinary Committee (DC), subject to the approval of the EAHSC. There will be up to four DC members, according to the category of the show. Their

names will be printed in the show schedule and in the catalogue. The DC Chairman will be

appointed by the show organizer.

2. No member of a DC shall judge or exhibit or pursue any other activity not consistent with his DC duties, at the show at which he is a DC member. DCs at non-European shows need not comply with this rule.
Duties and powers of DCs during the show
3. It shall be the overriding duty of the DC to see that the show at which they are acting is

conducted in accordance with the EAHSC Rules. The DC will also keep under supervision the

stables area, the horse-van parking area, the collecting ring, the show ring, all of the show

ground and all horses throughout the show.

4. EAHSC listed DC members appointed to act at ECAHO affiliated shows will, before, during and after a show, behave in such a way that their integrity and honesty cannot be questioned, and will act with firmness and politeness at all times.

5. When any infringement of the Rules is observed by them or reported to them in accordance with the provisions of Rule 9 below, they will conduct an enquiry into such infringement. The DC will maintain a written record of any such enquiry, their decision upon it and any penalty imposed as a result of it.

6. The appointed members of a DC shall have control over and free access to all places used for the purposes of the show, but may only enter a horse's box in the presence of the horse's owner or handler, trainer or other person responsible for the horse.

7. The appointed members of a DC have full power:

a) To verify the identity of entries and to fine and/or exclude any entries with incomplete or

faulty identification documents.

b) To verify the appropriate vaccination of the entries and to fine and/or exclude any entries with incomplete or faulty vaccination documents.

c) To determine all questions arising in connection with the conduct of the show during the

course of the show.

d) If necessary for the purpose of c) above, to overrule any decision of show officials and/or

judges.

e) To order the removal of any person or persons from any or all places under their supervision.

f) To exclude any horse from any class or from the show, before or after such horse has

competed at the show.

g) To order the examination by such person or persons as they think fit of any horse entered for any class at the show.

8. The decisions of the appointed DC shall be binding on all parties: exhibitors, show organizers officials and judges, subject always to the right of appeal.
Investigations during the show
9. The DC will investigate any infringement of EAHSC Rules observed by themselves or any alleged infringement reported to them before the end of the show by:

a) The show organiser,

b) An appointed judge or ring master;

c) The exhibitor, the owner or the handler of a horse entered in a class at the show.

10. When an infringement is reported as in Rule 9 c) above, the complainant will report in writing addressed to the DC, signed and accompanied by a deposit of €200.- or equivalent in local currency which will be forfeited, if the report is decided by the DC to be unfounded. Such report must name witnesses and enclose any relevant documentary evidence.

11. When an infringement is reported, the DC shall by investigation establish the facts, decide

whether an infringement has been committed and, if it decides there has, impose on the

responsible person one or more of the penalties at its disposal (see Rule 16 below).

12. When during the show no decision can be taken, the DC will report the matter to the ECAHO Executive Secretary (show section) who will forward this report to the Standing Disciplinary Committee (SDC).

13. When an infringement concerns the show organiser, the DC will, after investigation, report the facts to the show organiser, who will take appropriate action as the DC may direct. If the DC finds that an infringement occurred, it and the actions taken will be reported to EAHSC.

14. The members of the DC may conduct any necessary investigation by all possible means

(witnesses, testimonies, photographs, hearings etc.).

15. Immediately after the show, the DC will write a report about the show. The report will be sent as soon as possible, but not later than one week after the show to the EAHSC (c/o ECAHO Executive Secretary (show section)).

If an investigation has taken place, the report should contain the names of every person

involved, full details of any infringement of EAHSC Rules, all the evidence obtained by the DC,

such as testimonies, photographs, etc. as well as any action taken by the DC.
Penalties and Measures
16. When as a result of an investigation the DC is satisfied that any person has committed an

infringement, it has the power at its discretion to impose any one or more of the following

penalties or measures:

a) A verbal warning;

b) A written warning;

c) Red and yellow cards;

d) A fine not exceeding €300.- or its equivalent in local currency;

e) Disqualification of the horse;

f) Suspension of the person responsible and all his horses from taking part in the current show.

17. When in the opinion of the DC some fine or penalty greater than those permitted to them by Rule 16 above ought to be imposed, it will report the matter to the SDC.
Investigations after the show

The Standing Disciplinary Committee
18. A Standing Disciplinary Committee (SDC) shall be appointed in accordance with Article 21.6 of the Constitution of ECAHO.

19. a) The show organizer, an appointed judge, ring master or an exhibitor, owner or handler of a horse entered at the show may report an infringement in writing to ECAHO Executive Secretary (show section) within 3 days of the show. The report must contain any evidence and it must be signed. A deposit of € 300 must be paid in accordance with the instructions and deadlines given by the Executive Secretary (show section), which will be forfeited if the report is considered by the SDC to be unfounded.

b) The Executive Secretary (show section) will forward the DC report according to Rule 12 above as well as reports received after the show, to the members of the SDC who will investigate the accusations.

20. The Executive Secretary (show section) in conjunction with the Executive Committee is

empowered to investigate any infringement of rules that may have occurred within the last 12

months. When sufficient evidence has been gathered, the case will be forwarded to the SDC.

21. When an infringement by a show organiser is reported, the EAHSC shall consider whether the infringement is one of administrative detail or one of principle. If it considers the infringement to be one of administrative detail it will ask the show organiser to amend his procedures in the future. If it considers the infringement to be one of principle, it shall report to the SDC for further consideration.
Procedure of Investigation by the SDC
22. The members of the SDC may conduct any necessary investigation by all possible means

(witnesses, testimonies, photographs, hearings etc.)

23. a) The SDC will decide if there is a case to answer and without undue delay inform the person(s) accused of any charge made against them and allow them a period of not less than 14 days to make any statement in their defence. With the reply, the accused person(s) may request a hearing at which the SDC will meet and the accused person(s) or their representative may be heard.

b) The SDC may investigate by inviting any person they find necessary to submit evidence in

writing within a period of not less than 14 days. The SDC may hold a hearing if it deems it

necessary for a correct appraisal of a case.

c) After the period for answering is complete, the SDC will consider all the evidence and decide

on the case. If the decision is “guilty”, the accused person's previous record may be taken into

account when deciding on the penalty. The decision will be notified immediately.
d) The written reasons for the decision will be communicated to the accused person(s) by

registered mail within one month after the decision has been taken. Other parties involved or having an interest in the case may also be informed, but not before the accused person (s) has been informed.
Penalties and measures
24. The SDC has the power to apply disciplinary measures as listed below:

a) To suspend the person responsible from taking part at any EAHSC affiliated show for a period of up to one year.

b) To suspend any horse from taking part in any EAHSC affiliated show for a period of up to one year, regardless of any subsequent change of ownership.

c) To impose a fine not exceeding €2000.

d) To impose part or whole of the incidental costs of investigation upon the person(s)

investigated.
Misuse of Drugs
25. The misuse of drugs and the procedures to be followed are detailed in the section titled

Medication Control (page 25). All drug related offences will be dealt with by the Standing

Disciplinary Committee.
The ECAHO Appeals Committee
26. An ECAHO Appeals Committee (EAC) shall be appointed in accordance with Article 21.8 of the Constitution of ECAHO.

27. Any person upon whom a penalty has been imposed in accordance with articles 16 or 25 above may appeal to the EAC (c/o ECAHO Executive Secretary (show section)) in writing within 30 days from the date of notification of the decision of the SDC (registered mail, date of post mark), stating the grounds of the appeal and submitting the full evidence for the EAC to consider. A deposit of €500 - shall be made at the same time, which shall be forfeited unless the EAC decides there were good and reasonable grounds for the appeal.

28. a) The EAC may investigate by inviting any person they find necessary to submit evidence in writing within a period of not less than 14 days. The EAC may hold a hearing if it deems it

necessary for a correct appraisal of the case.

b) After the period for answering is complete, the EAC will consider all the evidence and decide

on the case. If the decision is “guilty”, the accused person’s previous record may be taken into

account when deciding on the penalty. The decision will be notified immediately.

29. The EAC will communicate in writing the result of the appeal to the appellant within three

months of receipt of the appeal. The written reasons for the decision will be communicated to the accused by registered mail within one month after the decision has been taken. Other parties involved or having an interest in the case may also be informed, but not before the appellant has been informed.

30. The EAC may at its discretion order any person to pay such reasonable costs and expenses

relating to the appeal as they may determine.
31. In all matters arising from "Rules of Conduct of Shows" the decision of the EAC will be final and binding on all parties.
